“Estate Regulations means any reasonable rule or regulation made by the Estate Management Company from time to time for the beneficial use and enjoyment of the Development” (1(v) (Leasehold Agreement)) “Subject to observance and performance of such reasonable Estate Regulations for the common enjoyment thereof which the Estate Management Company may from time to time properly prescribe (1st Schedule (6) (Freehold Agreement))

It is the responsibility of every dwellingholder “To comply with and make every reasonable endeavour to ensure that all persons living in or visiting the Demised Premises shall comply with the Estate Regulations” (8th Schedule (18) (Leases)) “At all times and from time to time to observe and perform and comply with any Estate Regulations” (3rd Schedule (10) (Freehold Agreement))

ESTATE REGULATIONS

1. Parking on this estate is limited to allocated parking spaces, garages and drives (as applicable) only.

2. Parking Spaces are for the purpose of parking a private motor vehicle or motorcycle only.

3. There are no visitor’s parking spaces available on the estate.

4. Parking spaces on the estate are demised to the premises and part sub-letting of the demised premises is a breach of covenant. 

5. Private arrangements regarding unused parking spaces can only be made between residents living on the estate. 

6. No private arrangements can be made for a non-resident to park in an unused parking space.

7. No Parking on Access Roads is permitted at any time.

8. No Parking on Pavements is permitted at any time.

9. Speed limits on the access roads are to be observed at all times.

10. The Gate Entry Code is to be kept secret and only given to trusted individuals if absolutely necessary.

11. Zappers to remotely open the vehicle entry gate may only be given to trusted individuals. 

12. No fixtures to the front external walls of the Houses in the Mews is permitted

13. No aerials or satellite dishes are to be fixed to the external walls of the Houses in the Mews without prior consent of the Estate Management Company.

14. No fixtures including satellite dishes, TV aerials etc are permitted to the Leasehold flats in the Mews without the prior consent of the Freeholder and the Estate Management Company. 

15. No washing or other clothes to be hung from or in front of the windows of the property so as to be visible externally.

16. All refuse bags from the occupiers of the houses in the Mews are to be stored in the cupboards so provided, outside their properties.

17. The Bin Cupboards in the common parts are for the disposal of small refuse items from the occupiers of the Leasehold flats only.

18. Household goods such as furniture, appliances and mattresses are not to be left for disposal in the bin store areas. It is the responsibility of the disposer to make arrangements for collection by the Local Authority and any such item should not be left in the common areas until the date of collection.

19. Recycling boxes are to be put out tidily the night before collection is due at the designated pick-up points.

20. Noise on the estate is to be kept to a minimum at all times.

21. No noise from occupiers of a Property in the Mews should be audible outside the Property between the hours of 11pm and 9am.

22. Any Dwellingholder sub-letting their property must notify the Estate Management Company and provide a contact address. They remain responsible for any Estate Management service charge due.

23. No pets can be kept in the Leasehold flats without prior consent in writing from the Estate Management Company. Such consent must also be obtained from the Flat Management Company.

24. Where any domestic animal is found fouling or is known to have fouled the gardens, access ways, access roads, footpaths, parking spaces or any other common parts of the estate the Estate Management Company will levy a charge on the owner of the animal for any additional work, damage and general detriment caused. Such charges can be levied directly or added to the owner’s service charge.

25. It is the responsibility of the dwellingholder to ensure that any person/persons living in or visiting the demised premises comply with the Estate Regulations. 

In accordance with the provisions of the Freehold and Leasehold Agreements with the Estate Company all costs incurred in enforcing the Estate Regulations or Covenants in the aforementioned agreements shall be charged to the Service Charges due from the subject property whose occupier is in breach of any Regulation or Covenant. 

All the above resolutions have been agreed by the Board of Directors of Byron Mews Residents (Hampstead) and were subsequently resolved at an Annual General Meeting of the Members of Byron Mews Residents (Hampstead) Limited to be a true and correct representation of the current Estate Regulations as at 4th December 2006.
